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“With the help of God, I will” 

I was really heartened in our service in September when those who 

work with youth and children at St Mary’s were commissioned.  What a 

great bunch!  We are so fortunate that these folk are willing to give 

their time, energy, prayer and commitment to our young people.  

Likewise I’m encouraged by the ongoing commitment of those who 

willingly serve others in our church family through leading and helping 

with groups across the age range. 

 

On October 9th the Wendover Deanery Confirmation service will take 

place at St George’s, Halton.  Around 30 people from churches in our 

deanery are due to be confirmed and take this important step in their 

own journey of faith.   

 

In these situations and in each instance where 

people are commissioned to serve God in some 

specific way, the reply to questions linked to the 

role are: 

 

 ―With the help of God, I will.‖   

 

This is such an important recognition that no 

matter what our background or education, no 

matter what qualifications we have or abilities we bring, the key factor 

to being able to do things well is that God is with us.  This is a real 

encouragement to us all, that whilst we might apply our training and 

skills, the helpfulness and value of what we do is made by God’s 

presence.

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 Mimi's Mission 
  
Many of you may know Mimi Simpson. A remarkable young 
lady, 9 years old, with a huge smile and a love of life. She is 
usually at the 10.30 service in her wheelchair, with mum Nici 
and twin brother James. Mimi has a full and busy life, 
attending the PACE Centre for 3 days and joining James at 
Wendover Junior School for 2 days a week. 
  
As our four able bodied children run around the garden (or 
the church yard) and bounce happily on the trampoline, I often wonder how Mimi 
feels having to sit and watch them, only able to join in if another child pushes her 
and needing to be helped constantly. Only a few weeks ago Nici and I walked 
into the playroom to find Mimi in tears on the floor as everyone had rushed off to 
the next thing and she was stuck, momentarily, waiting. 
  
Mimi has undergone many operations in her life already. She has difficulty 
walking and with other motor skills such as writing, eating and getting dressed. 
Over the coming months there will be decisions to be made about the next step 
in treatment for Mimi, and it is likely to be a surgical procedure to reduce her 
spasticity, with the aim of getting her walking with a frame. Nici is hoping to get 
funding for this to be done on the NHS, but there is a chance she will need to 
raise £24,000 in a short space of time. 
  
Mimi is the first child in the local area to be considered for funding by the Bucks 
PCT for SDR surgery. Even if the cost of the surgery is covered, there will be the 
costs of rehabilitation, equipment and physiotherapy. We are starting to 
fundraise already as the surgery would need to be performed before Mimi is 10 
years old. 
  
Look out for pressed apple juice on sale, coffee mornings, sponsored events 
and Christmas cards. 
  
If you have any fundraising ideas or would like to donate to Mimi's Mission then 
please visit the website: mimismission.co.uk or speak to Nici or myself for further 
information. 
  
The website is soon to be updated now that the pioneering neurological 
procedure has been introduced at Frenchay Hospital in Bristol and this is now 
where Mimiôs operation is likely to take place.

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óTHE BIBLE TODAYô 

 
This was the theme of the recent annual 
conference of Licensed Lay Ministers of 
the Diocese. What a privilege it was to 
hear Dr Christina Baxter, Principal of St 
Johnôs College, Nottingham, speak on 
this subject!  She had a call to read 
theology and to preach at the age of 17 
and has been a LLM (or Reader) since 
she was 23!  Now approaching 
retirement, she is steeped in experience 
and knowledge of the Bible. 
 
Her first talk was about óThe Use of 
Scripture in our Devotional Livesô and 
perhaps it will be helpful to share with 
you some of the points she made:- 
 
Itôs good to reflect on what weôre doing 
now and consider whether itôs time to 
make changes.  Do we read the Bible 
regularly - daily, weekly- whatôs our 
pattern?  Is it really helping us in our 
daily lives?  Are we bored with things as 
they are, feeling rather jaded, not 
reading the Bible enough, or perhaps 
not at all?  Or perhaps weôre trying to 
read too much in one go, and not 
allowing time to think about it and 
reflect/meditate on it?  Are we using 
Bible study notes and, if so, is it time to 
have a change?  If not, would it be 
helpful to start using them regularly?  
Perhaps we need to ask God, ñIs this 
the pattern that you want of me at this 
time in my life? How do you want me to 

change it?ò  
If you feel that it 
would help to talk 
through any of this 
with someone, do 
contact me or any of 
us on the Ministry 
Team.  
 
Bishop Colin (of 
Dorchester) joined 
us on Sunday in his 
new role as óWarden of Readersô which, 
as he says himself, was thrust upon him 
earlier this year. Many LLMs in the 
Diocese were very upset at that time by 
the Diocesan re-organisation that 
resulted in the loss of Sheila Lloyd from 
that position.  It was good to hear from 
Bishop Colin, to have an opportunity of 
getting to know him and to hear his 
hopes for LLMs over the next 5 years.  
Please pray for him in this new role and 
for all those in our Diocese who are 
trying to organise Licensed Lay Ministry 
in a better way and to raise its profile.

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 Road trip in ActsðWhat St Maryôs 
might learn from the Early Church 
 
During the summer the sermons and talks 
were a look at the various places the 
Apostles visited as described in Acts.  In 
looking at these destinations, we 
considered what the present day St Maryôs 
might learn from the Early Church.   
Summaries of some of these talks are 
published here.   
 
Week 1: Mark DearnleyðAntioch 
Growth; Good News; Grace; Generosity  
 
Week 2: Pete GreeningðJerusalem  
When the pressure is on itôs important that 
the church prays together. 

Week 3: Peter LouisðPhilippi 
We are all called to ministry.  Ministry not 
just for some, but every member ministryô.  
And a reminder that this is Godôs work, 
and his working through us. 
 
Week 4: Joe GroatðBerea 
Noting a different side of St Paul here.  
Heôs aware of and sensitive to the needs 
and the situation in Berea.  We too can act 
with sensitivity to others, not being blunt or 
pushy, with acting with care. 
 
Week 5: Michael HuntðEphesus 
A focus in being aware of the balance 
between the power of God ï God by his 
power able to do things, and our need of 
God, our dependence on him in all things. 

Antioch  
 
Our vision for St Maryôs and how we can learn from the early church.   
On our Road Trip around Acts, our first stop is Antioch.   Summarising  
with 4Gs as hallmarks ðGrowth; Good news; Grace; Generosity. 
 
Growth ï in person, faith, character, not just numbers.  Antioch was a big  
and cosmopolitan city thriving in population, trade and interest.   Those  
who scattered after persecution following Stephenôs death came to Antioch and 
ópreachedô (chatted and proclaimed)  Good news!  
 
Good news means others want a part of it, want to join in.  And óThe Lordôs hand was 
with themô  key aspect to knowing growing is that God is in it. 
 
Good News from a context of suffering.  Focus: hold on to God with all of heart ï 
cleave/cling to God.  Donôt give up.  
 
Grace ï what are the signs in us of Godôs grace?  What were the signs of grace in 
Antioch?  Barnabus asking Saul/Paul to come and teach this new Church.  Amazing 
sign of a new start and acceptance ï Saul having been the reason why these early 
Christians ended up in Antioch ï scattered under persecution, with Saul overseeing the 
death of Stephen.  And grace evident in their generosity. 
 
GenerosityðFamine was forecast.  Their responseðnot how can I survive, but how 
can I help?  And they gave. 
 
So: how can St Maryôs copy these hallmarks? 
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 Ephesus  
 
Ephesus was a major city and gateway 
to what is modern day Turkey. Paul 
arrives in Ephesus at the end of his third 
missionary journey and stays for two 
years - a place worth spending some 
time in. Ephesus was also a major 
religious centre, with temples to Artemis 
and the Emperor in many places. There 
was a large Jewish population and 
several magical cults. 
  
The reading reports the impact of Paul's 
stay in Ephesus and in particular his 
encounters with some of the magical 
cults. It is sometimes hard when reading 
these passages to know whether we 
should mimic Paul and the early church, 
or whether we should be sceptical that 
these things really happened. Yet this 
may be to misread the author's 
intentions in recording these passages. 
Luke's concern here is to demonstrate 
the power of God, that the power of the 
name of Jesus was stronger than magic 
power, political power and religious 
power. It can heal, it can reconcile and it 
turns us to God. 
  
But do we see this today? It does not 
always seem that our prayers or actions 
are as fruitful and as full of the power of 
God as Paul's. Here we need to bear in 
mind another aspect of Paul's stay in 

Ephesus that Paul 
tells about in 
another of his 
letters. His time in 
Ephesus was not 
a bed of roses 
with everything 
going well. Indeed during his time in 
Ephesus Paul was left feeling crushed to 
the point of despair. He was left 
questioning what it was that he really 
depended upon. Paul is clear that his 
crushing experience brought him to 
realise afresh his need to rely on God. 
That it was God on whom he could 
depend, and in whom he could trust.  For 
Paul praying fervently in the spirit and 
acknowledging the unfairness, suffering 
and disappointment that are part of the 
world go together. Power and 
dependence sit alongside each other. 
  
Like Paul we are challenged to live out 
our dependence on God: to live in trust 
in the ultimate source of life. We must 
and should pray in faith, making petitions 
to him, we live in an uncertain world: 
trouble, hardship, suffering can and does 
happen, but these will not separate us 
from the love of Christ. We pray in hope, 
but we also pray because we depend on 
God. The Ephesus that Paul visited is 
today uninhabited ï the sea on which it 
depended for its existence is now more 
than 6 miles away, unable to sustain the 

Philippi  
 

Mission was central to the life of the first Christians. Its results were referred to in 
verse 5 of our Acts reading; ñSo the churches were strengthened in the faith and 
grew daily in numbers.ò And those of you who attended the Understanding the Bible 
course might remember how the Christian Faith actually spread like wildfire in the 
first three centuries.
